Chateau Vignelaure "the vineyard of the sacred spring" is a jewel in the crown of the appellation Coteaux d'Aix-en-Provence. The wines are perfect examples of Provençal winemaking at the highest level and are made of grapes which include some of the oldest Cabernet Sauvignon vines planted in the 1960s with cuttings from Chateau La Lagune. The rosé is one of Decanter magazine’s Margaret Rand’s top Provençal Rosés and Robert Parker, the renowned American wine-critic describes Vignelaure as: "one of the showpiece properties not only of Provence, but of France".
